The goodness of Jesus

Goodness is that interior dis
on which inclines a person
to spread happiness around h
A pood soul is one that thin
wishes and does only what
good,

In eomplete forgetfulness of
self, such a soul aims only at
sectiring good, happiness and joy
for others; and thinks only
giving, never of receiving Such
was Jesus Christ; such He is to
day as Head of His Mystical Body

Jesus did good:
says—“who went about doing
good” (Acts, X, 38). The Gospels
are the evidence of this.

a) Jesus showed a merciful and
compassionate goodness towards
all suffering—physical, moral and
spiritual. “And Jesus went about
all the cities and towns . . . heal-
ing every disease and every in-
firmity” (Matt., IX, 35).

As Jesus walked the roads of
Palestine or entered into the
towns, He was surrounded by the
afflicfed multitude of the sick,
the infirm, the paralytics, the
possessed, the blind, the deaf and
dumb. They had p\zt all their
hope in Jesus, because they felt
His sympathy going out to them.

He did not repulse them with
indifference, contempt or dis-
trust, as so many others did. Ie
loved them and pitied them. He
wished to cure them. “And, sce-
ing the multitudes, he had com-
passion on them; hecause they
were distressed and lying like
sheep that have no shepherd”
(Matt., IX, 36).

What is, indeed, striking in the
attitude of Jesus when faced with
a human sorrow or misfortune, is
His response of generous under-
standing and of sincere compas-
sion,

Jesus suffers personally at the
misfortune of others, and makes
their sorrows His own. He puts
Himself in their place, His Heart
vibrant with human and divine
tenderness, Christ's tears at the
tomb of Lazarus; lis tears over
the fate of Jerusalem, and be-
cause of the mothers who had lost
their children—all show more
cloquently than any words, how
truly he was a man, sharing all
the sorrows of His brethren.

“l have compassion on the
multitude” (Mark, VIII, 2); "Come
to me, all you that labor and are
burdened; and I will refresh
you” (Matt., XI, 28). These words,
it pleased God should one day fall
from the human lips of His Son
made Man, will reverberate lheir
soft compassion to the
time and even to the uu.u'moxt
parts of the death,

The goodness of Jesus is warm
and effulgent. We are not sur-
prised, therefore, to read in the
Gospels how close Jesus is to
His people, and what an extraor-
dinary attraction He exercised on
all those who came to Him.

He is beseiged by the multi-
tude, who want to see Him, to
touch Him, to be near Him, and
who never tire of listening to
ilis instructions. They put all
their trust and all their hupc in
Him. It is admirable how easily
Hle can he approached by all; by
all the humblest, the poorest, the
most wretched outcasts of nature
and of society. These are the
first of the saintly multitudes
who, throughout the centuries Lo
come, were to attach themselves

Of course, the happiness which
He promises them is not the mir-
age given by the frivolous and
transient pleasures of this world.
It consists in the complete satis-
faction of the most noble and
most protcund aspirations of hu-
man nature; in the fulfillment of
man's higher faculties through
the possession of their object;
in the peace of a soul which has
attained place of rest, But
this happiness does not e and
exclude the legitimate joys of this
world: it purifies them, increases
them, and makes them meritor-
ious of eternal life.

b) Jesus, as Head of His Mys-
tical Body, is the inexhaustible
source of all the supernatural and
divine benefits which He confers
on Ilis members at every moment.
